ABOUT THE DEPARTMENT

Graduates receive a Bachelor of Arts (B.A.) in Asian
Studies or a minor in Asian Studies. Majors choose
one of 3 concentrations: Chinese Studies, Japanese
Studies, or Comparative Asian Studies. Many
students opt to combine Asian Studies with other
majors or minors, including Art History, Computer
Science, and History. Chinese and Japanese
languages are taught at Berea.
